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MDC women'’s basketball coach

Into New Englar

Miami Dade College (MDC) Lady
Sharks women’s basketball coach Sue
Summons recently was inducted into
the prestigious New England Basketball
Hall of Fame.

Summons has served as head
women’s basketball coach at MDC since
1986, compiling a 314-246 record while
earning 16 trips to the Florida
Community College Athletic
Association State Championships. On
three occasions, Summons has been
named Southern Conference Coach of
the Year. She also was tabbed as the
Regional Coach of the Year in 2006 and
the National Coach of the Year in 1993.

“I'm humbled and honored to be
recognized by such a prominent organ-
ization,” Summons said. “My goal has
always been to set a good example for
anyone whose life I’'m honored enough
to touch.”

Prior to coming to Miami Dade
College, Summons enjoyed an illustri-
ous high school and junior college
career in the New England area both as
a player and as a coach. She won a city
championship at Jeremiah E. Burke
High School and was twice named the
Boston High School Player of the Year.

After high school, Summons contin-
ued to leave her mark on the New
England sports scene while starring at
Roxbury Community College (RCC). At
RCC, Summons averaged 21.3 points
and 10 rebounds per game during her
career while leading her squad to a state
championship. She would later lead
RCC as its head coach, compiling a 58-7
mark during a three year stint.

Summons, who also starred at
Lamar University in Texas while averag-
ing 18.3 points per game, was selected
to the All National Team during her
junior year and set a Lamar University
single-game record for points scored
with 43. Summons also was a United
States Olympic Sports Festival Team
finalist.

Summons opted to turn pro after
her junior season and was drafted by
the New Jersey Gems of the now
defunct Women’s Basketball League
(WBL). During her time in the WBL,
she also played for the New England
Gulls.

Summons has enjoyed a successful
career long after her playing days. On

three occasions, she has served as an
assistant coach for USA Basketball. She
currently serves on the National Center
for Sports parenting panel hosted by
the Institution for International Sports
and has received numerous civic and
humanitarian honors.

While serving as a head basketball
coach, more than 90 percent of her stu-
dent-athletes have either graduated or
have been placed at four-year universities.

“Coach Summons is dedicated to her
craft and we are privileged to have her
overseeing our program,” said Miami
Dade College athletic director Jim Cox.
“During her 20-year tenure at the col-
lege, our women’s basketball program
has enjoyed success on the court. But
what is most impressive to me is that
coach Summons has augmented basket-
ball success with academic achievements
to provide a road map for her players to
succeed in the game of life.”

Summons has been featured on the
popular television show NBA’s Inside
Stuff, and on numerous radio programs
and newspaper articles. She is a regular
contributor to Be Fit Kids magazine.

Currently, in addition to coaching
basketball, Summons is an associate
professor in the Biology, Health and
Wellness Department at Miami Dade
College’s Kendall Campus. In 1999,
Summons was the recipient of the
Andrew Blank Endowed Teaching Chair
award.

The 2007 Hyundai Tucson is a nice
combination of style, safety and afford-
ability. It’s sporty, handles well and is a
nice alternative to the Toyota RAV4 and
Honda CRV.

Tucson has a strong, athletic exteri-
or accented by the distinctive Hyundai
grille. SE and Limited models have a
more upscale look, with unique double-
spoke alloy wheels and wider tires.
There is a large rear hatch for easy load-
ing, with a flip-up rear window for easi-
er loading of small items. The more
upscale trim levels also have standard
fog lights, bodyside cladding, bodycol-
ored door handles and mirrors, and a
chrome rear accent trim.

Three trim levels are offered for
2007:

GLS — The new Tucson entry
model replaces last year’s GL model. It
comes standard with a 2.0-liter inline
four-cylinder engine, five-speed manual
transmission and front-wheel drive.

Electronic Stability Control, traction
control and ABS are standard, as are 16-
inch alloy wheels, advanced front
airbags, front seat-mounted side-impact
airbags and side-curtain airbags cover-
ing both rows of seating.

The GLS also includes power win-
dows, door locks and exterior mirrors and
an 80-watt AM/FM/CD audio system.
Upgrades include a four-speed Shiftronic
automatic transmission, air conditioning,
electronically controlled four-wheel drive
(available only with manual transmis-
sion), cruise control and a 140-watt cas-
sette/CD/MP3 audio system.

SE — Upgrading to the new mid-
range SE brings a 2.7-liter DOHC V-6
engine, four-speed Shiftronic automatic
transmission, unique 16-inch double-
spoke alloy wheels with 235/60R16
tires, bodyside cladding, fog lights and
body-colored door handles and mirrors.
Interior features include a leather-cov-
ered steering wheel and deluxe cloth
seating surfaces.

SE models also include a Tire
Pressure Monitoring System (TPMS),
air conditioning, cruise control and trip
computer. Options include electronical-
ly controlled fourwheel drive, power
tilt-and-slide sunroof, heated front seats
and an upgraded 200-watt AM/FM
audio system with a six-disc in-dash CD

changer, six speakers and subwoofer.

Limited — Top of the line Limited
has leather seating surfaces and heated
front seats, monochromatic exterior
appearance package, fully-automatic
temperature control with outside tem-
perature display, auto-dimming inside
rearview mirror with compass, and rear
cargo mat. The only options are elec-
tronically controlled four-wheel drive, a
power tilt-and-slide sunroof and a 200-
watt CD changer with subwoofer.

The Tucson has a host of active safety
technologies as standard equipment,
including the new Electronic Stability
Control (ESC) with traction control. ESC

compares the driver’s intended course
(based on steering and braking inputs)
with the vehicle’s response (based on lat-
eral acceleration, yaw and individual
wheel speeds), then brakes individual
front or rear wheels and reduces engine
power to help correct understeer (plow-
ing) or oversteer (fishtailing).

Base prices on the 2007 Hyundai
Tucson range from $16,895 to $23,745.
