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Cutler Bay, and says, Hey, wait a
minute. There s something we have to
consider here, Robinson said.

Palmetto Bay District 1 council
member Ed Feller, MD, explained that
one of the real reasons behind the
county-backed plan is an effort to save
the financially troubled Metrorail tran-
sit system.

The reason we re not getting feder-
al money to really expand the train
[Metrorail] all the way down to Florida
City is the population growth and num-
bers right now in South Dade are not
high enough to qualify against other
projects, Feller said. So their planning
is to increase the population up to the
numbers that could get federal funds
for transportation.

Feller asked how with that kind of
growth the schools were going to keep
up, how enough water was going to be
pumped for that many people, and how
it would impact police and other services.

Mayor Flinn pointed out that traffic
on S. Dixie Highway would be horren-
dous, because Metrorail only can be
used by some for linear travel to cer-
tain points and is useless for going shop-
ping at the supermarket, taking the kids
to school or to sports activities, or for
other everyday necessities. He also was
concerned that the school board was

golden EVERYONE

not even consulted nor given a chance
to participate in the study and planning.

Palmetto Bay village manager
Charles Scurr asked Miami-Dade
School Board member Evelyn Greer
what she thought about the countys
projections for bringing up to a million
people into south Dade.

I think the county is delusional,
Greer replied.

She then explained some of the facts
and figures that show that school enroll-
ment is actually declining. She also
encouraged municipalities to stand up
to the county on the watershed rezon-
ing plan.

There is no process under which
the county could impose zoning
changes on Pinecrest, Palmetto Bay or
Cutler Bay, Greer said. Obviously, if
they want to litigate this through the
courts for the next 15 years, be my
guest. | don t think there s political will
for them to do that.

Cutler Bay Mayor Paul Vrooman is
concerned, but urges caution.

I think people need to get all the
facts before they think positively or neg-
atively about all of it, Vrooman said.
Theres a lot at stake here. I m not
going to feed that fire at this point and
say | m for it or against it. There are just
too many unanswered questions.
