A grant for $150,000 has been award-
ed to Miami-Dade Park and Recreation
from the Health Foundation of South
Florida to build an accessible playground
at Tamiami Park, 11201 SW 24 St.

This is the second time Miami-Dade
Parks has received a grant from the
Health Foundation of South Florida for
an accessible playground. The first was
for a Boundless Playground at Westwind
Lakes Park, which was built and dedicat-
ed in May 2006.

The playground will be designed to
appeal to both disabled and non-disabled
children, ages 5 to 12, to encourage their
interaction and play. It will be designed
to appeal to the senses of touch, move-
ment, sight and sound to enhance each
child’s unique ability to enjoy challenges
at their developmental level.

Ramps will be used to allow wheel-
chairs, walkers and other mobility devices
to access upper levels with maximum
attention given to the safety of each child.

“We are grateful for the funding pro-
vided to us by the Health Foundation of
South Florida, which will help us to con-
tinue providing ADA-accessible play-

grounds for the children of Miami-Dade
County,” said Jack Kardys, interim direc-
tor of Miami-Dade Park and Recreation.

In addition to the moneys received
from the grant, funds from the Safe
Neighborhood Parks Bond Project (SNP)
and the Building Better Communities
Bond (BBC) will be used to complete the
project.

The playground will be a welcome
addition to Tamiami Park, which current-
ly does not feature a playground. With
240,000 visitors annually and after-school
and summer camp programs conducted
at the popular park, including one for
children with disabilities, the playground
is expected to have heavy usage.

Construction is expected to begin this
year and be completed by early 2008.

Health Foundation of South Florida,
a not-for-profit grant-making foundation,
is dedicated to expanding access to
affordable, quality healthcare and provid-
ing funding that directly benefits the
health and well being of underserved
individuals in Broward, Miami-Dade and
Monroe counties.
